Dear Brothers of the 
Holy Rosary Council, 
   

 I read an article, recently, by a Detroit Free Press sports 
writer, Drew Sharp. His headline read, “No one can 
sympathize with a liar.” The article dealt with how 
sports stars, team owners, players unions, politicians, 
and even the general public are not truthful when faced 
with cheating in sports or politics. Whether they try to 
get an edge on the competition by taking steroids, human 
growth hormones or any other drug, or lying about their 
involvement in a certain scandal, or by trying to cover it 
up and denying that they knew anything about, it all 
becomes a lie. Drew Sharp called it the “George 
Costanza definition of the truth, it’s not a lie if you can’t 
catch me on it.” If you can deny that you did something 
long enough, maybe others will believe that you couldn’t 
have done it.  
   I equated this kind of behavior with something called, 
“Situational Morality.” This type of morality flows with 
the situation or the conditions one is faced with at that 
time. It can change at any time depending on what one is 
dealing with, or how one feels, or what one thinks he or 
she can get away with. It is easier to deny or blame 
others, than admit the truth and face the consequences of 
one’s actions. In many cases this only delays the 
inevitable.   

   When we were young, our parents, priests, nuns, and 
teachers all taught us the difference between right and 
wrong. They taught us to own up to the truth and admit 
when we did wrong. We were taught that, “truthfulness 
was the best policy.” We also learned that along with the 
truth came forgiveness. This is a very important lesson 
in the Sacrament of Reconciliation. We are taught that to 
be truthful with God, we are given true forgiveness for 
our sins and we receive His true love.  
   So, as we face the moral dilemmas of our lives, let us 
practice our Catholic faith with truthfulness, 
reconciliation and charity. Don’t let our judgments be 
clouded by “situational morality” or by what is 
convenient. Be ready to admit the truth and to face the 
consequences. Also, never forget to extend that same 
forgiveness to others and let them experience the same 
love that we desire to experience.

Each year members are asked to fill out a Fraternal 
Activity Survey.  This survey is to calculate the number 
of hours and dollars the Knights of Columbus members 
spend doing the things that we do as Knights of 
Columbus. 
 

Why do we do this? Why does it matter and what is done 
with the information that is collected? 
 

First and foremost we do this to give us an idea of the 
scope of our work and the impact it may have.  The 
Knights of Columbus has raised billions of dollars for 
the various programs and projects we have been 
involved in over the years.  But what … Charity, does 
not consist of monetary contributions alone.  The 

Knights of Columbus spends innumerable hours of time 
working with the poor and disadvantaged, youth and 
senior programs and within our parishes. 
 

One of the reasons we collect the information is so that 
we can track our progress and track our programs so we 
know learn what will work and what will not.  Another 
reason why we collect the information is because a 
dollars amount can be assigned to our work that can be 
used to “write off” monies taken in from investments 
and insurance programs.  These write offs allow us to 
avoid exceeding federal limits on total assets set for 
charities, thus allowing us to offer more fraternal 
benefits and a higher return on those benefits.

4. Say the "Glory be to the Father."  
5. Announce the First Mystery; then say the 

"Our Father."  
6. Say ten "Hail Marys," while meditating on 

the Mystery.  
7. Say the "Glory be to the Father."  
8. Announce the Second Mystery; then say the 

"Our Father." Repeat 6 and 7 and continue 
with Third, Fourth and Fifth Mysteries in the 
same manner.  

After the Rosary:  

HAIL, HOLY QUEEN , Mother of Mercy, our life, 
our sweetness and our hope! To thee do we cry, 
poor banished children of Eve; to thee do we send 
up our sighs, mourning and weeping in this valley 
of tears. Turn then, most gracious advocate, thine 
eyes of mercy toward us, and after this our exile, 
show unto us the blessed fruit of thy womb, Jesus. 
O clement, O loving, O sweet Virgin Mary!  

V. Pray for us, O Holy Mother of God.  
R. That we may be made worthy of the 

promises of Christ. 
 

Let us pray. O GOD, whose only begotten Son, by 
His life, death, and resurrection, has purchased for 
us the rewards of eternal life, grant, we beseech 
Thee, that meditating upon these mysteries of the 
Most Holy Rosary of the Blessed Virgin Mary, we 
may imitate what they contain and obtain what they 
promise, through the same Christ Our Lord. Amen.  

 

After each decade say the following prayer 
requested by the Blessed Virgin Mary at Fatima: "O 
my Jesus, forgive us our sins, save us from the fires 
of hell, lead all souls to Heaven, especially those 
who have most need of your mercy."
